Parade Route: Start heading South on Disston Avenue, East on Center Street, South on 
Galena Avenue, West on Silverton Street, North on South Main Avenue, East on Pearl Street, 
South on Seminole Avenue, East on Chester Street, South on Disston Street to the point of 
beginning.

Staging will begin on Disston Avenue. You will be given a line-up number and arrival time one week prior 
to the parade date. Please check-in with Parade Staff upon arrival. The parade route starts and ends on 
Disston Avenue. The route is approximately 1.5 miles.

Parade Rules: 
Hold Harmless Waiver 
The City of Minneola requires all parade participants to sign a Hold Harmless Agreement. The 
Hold Harmless Agreement is a separate document along with the application. The application 
and Hold Harmless Agreement must be turned in together. 
 

Staging 
Parade Line Up starts at 5:00 p.m. Everyone needs to be in place by 5:45 p.m. as the parade starts 
at dusk around 6:00 p.m. Entry Point - Please be sure to check in with the parade officials. 
   

Do not park or loiter in the middle of the road. Walkers can stand on the sidewalks and trail. 
 

Illumination  
The City of Minneola Parade is at night. Therefore, all floats are required to be illuminated and 
all participants are expected to wear some type of illumination device while on the parade route. 
 

Animals 
Live Animals are permitted but must be approved by parade organizer. You must have a walker 
to clean up behind the animals. 
 

Favors 
Tossing items (including candy) from any part of the entry is prohibited on the parade route 
during the parade. 
 

Float Size 
Float sizes are as follows: 8 ft. – 12 ft. (width), 16 ft. – 64 ft. (length), and a maximum of 13.5 ft. 
(height). 
 

Floats/Tow Units 
It is recommended that the tow vehicle be a four-wheel drive vehicle. All tow vehicles should be 
decorated accordingly. 
 

Spotters 
All Floats and Motorized vehicles must have a spotter walking alongside the vehicle for the entire 
parade route. 
 

Santa or Mrs. Claus 
Mr. and Mrs. Claus will make their appearance at the end of the parade. 
Therefore, no other Santa is allowed. 
 

Parade End Directions 
More information regarding parade end/pick up will be emailed to each applicant prior to the 
parade.

In further consideration of the acceptance of my application for use of the Facility or 
inclusion in the Program, and for other good and valuable consideration, receipt is hereby 
acknowledged, I , both for myself, my party or group, my heirs, executors, personal 
representatives, administrators, and assigns, agree to indemnify and hold harmless the City of 
Minneola, it’s officials, employees, agents, representatives, successors and assigns for all 
liabilities, claims, actions, damages, costs or expenses, including attorney’s fees, assessed against 
them arising out of or in any way connected with my use of the Facility or participation in the 
Program, including travel and transportation to or from any event or activity connected therewith 
and the operation of any equipment necessary for participation in the event or activity, and 
including personal or bodily injuries, wrongful death or property damage which may be suffered 
by me or others before, during or after my use of the Facility or participation in the Program. I 
understand that this release, waiver, and indemnification includes, but is not limited to, any 
claims based on gross negligence, negligence, action or inaction on any of the above parties, and 
includes, but is not limited to, personal injury, bodily injury, wrongful death and property 
damage. I further understand that this release waiver and indemnification is intended to be as 
broad and inclusive as permitted by the laws of the State of Florida.
